- Please read with your child at least 3 times a week. Monday, Wednesday and Friday
- 1 book for the week. To encourage fluency and expression.

- Reading books need to be brought into school every day. The reading book will be
changed on Friday so that you can hear your child read over the weekend In
preparation for Monday's guided reading session.

- Record in the reading record. This is a two way communication. We will record what
we have done and would like you to record too. Lilac books- imagination, language
development, connection between words and story, comprehension.

- Decodable books - Encourage your child to sound out and blend. Matches the
sequence of sounds taught at school.

PLIEASH REMENMBER

- Order a school lunch for your child every day.
